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A) Enrollment, registration and payment policy

All students must be duly enrolled at Rennes School of Business (Rennes SB) and must

therefore:

i Register online and accept general conditions,

i have met the requirements of the French immigration authorities,

i have paid the CVEC if they have student status,

U0 meet all the insurance requirements, the requlations and the legislation when they spend
time at a foreign campus within the framework of exchanges with a partner university or
carry out an internship in a company abroad.

9 Tuition fees and Refund Policy
Tuition fees are determined every year for the entire duration of the program and paid per
year for the Undergraduate program and per year for the Postgraduate (MSc, IMBA and MIM).
However, tuition fees are subject to review in case of repetition or retakes (course or exam).

For international students, a first installment of 3,000€ has to be paid for MSc and IMBA and
1500€ for IBPM3 and MIM on signing the enrolment form. The remaining balance of the total
tuition fees + additional expenses is to be paid, in Euros by bank transfer on or before 1st of
September for September intake or 31st December for January intake.

As stated in the general terms & conditions, exceptionally, an applicant may not obtain a visa
for France for reasons beyond her/his control. On the basis of a certified visa refusal delivered
by the French Embassy, Rennes SB will reimburse tuition fees paid, provided that such a
request is made in writing before September 30th for September intake or January 31st for
January intake.

If an applicant fails to meet the conditions set out in her/his acceptance letter and
confirmation of enrolment before September 1st for September intake or December 3ist for
January intake, Rennes School of Business will reimburse all tuition fees already paid provided
that a written request for such reimbursement is made by this date. The request must include
proof of student’s difficulty (i.e language test results).

Any notice of withdrawal intervening after one month following the application signature or
after September 3™ for September intake/ January 3™ for January intake will not entitle the
applicant for reimbursement. In any event, once the program has started, total tuition fees
are due and will not be refunded.

Inthe event of a failure to pay on the due date of payment mentioned above, and if the student
does not answer the letters/emails of reminder sent to him/her, his/her access to Rennes SB
resources will be cut.
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B) Applying for Federal Student Aid

Basic eligibility criteria are available at the following webpage

Students must apply for federal student aid every year. In order to determine financial aid
eligibility, students must complete a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

The following criteria must be met for a student to be eligible to participate in Federal
Student Aid:

1 be areqgularly admitted student enrolled in an eligible program of study (Bachelor or
Master) for the purpose of obtaining a degree;

1 be a U.S. citizen or an eligible non-citizen (verification of eligible non-citizen status
may be required);

1 be a high school graduate or have a recognized equivalent (official high school
transcript, GED certificate or College transcripts with equivalent earned credits is
required for all undergraduate students);

1 not be in default on a federal student loan or owe an overpayment on an FSA grant

or loan;

not have borrowed in excess of the annual or aggregate loan limits for FSA;

be satisfying Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) standards;

have a valid Social Security number;

not have been convicted of an illegal drug-related offense committed while receiving

financial aid.

be enrolled full time (no part-time option available at Rennes School of Business)

not be incarcerated;

1 certify the federal student aid will only be used for educational purposes.

9 Types of Federal Student Aid Available
Federal Direct Loan Program :

U Direct Subsidized Loans are loans made to eligible undergraduate students who
demonstrate financial need to help cover the costs of higher education.

U Direct Unsubsidized Loans are loans made to eligible undergraduate, graduate, and
professional students, but eligibility is not based on financial need.

U Direct PLUS Loans are loans made to graduate or professional students and parents
of dependent undergraduate students to help pay for education expenses not
covered by other financial aid. Eligibility is not based on financial need, but a credit
check is required. Borrowers who have an adverse credit history must meet
additional requirements to qualify.

9 How much can a student borrow?

The maximum amount of money that can be borrowed in Federal Student loans depends
on whether the student is an undergraduate student, a graduate or professional student, or
a parent.

1 Undergraduate student: the maximum amount he/she can borrow each year in Direct
Subsidized Loans and Direct Unsubsidized Loans ranges from $5,500 to $12,500 per
year, depending on what year the student is in school and his/her dependency status.

§ Graduate or professional student: up to $20,500 each year in Direct Unsubsidized
Loans. Direct PLUS Loans can also be used for the remainder of the college costs not
covered by other financial aid.

1 Parent of a dependent undergraduate student, Direct PLUS Loan for the remainder
of the child's college costs not covered by other financial aid.

The maximum amount that can be borrowed is calculated as the Rennes School of Business
cost of attendance (COA) less the Expected Family Contribution (only for Subsidized funds)
and any expected financial aid which includes scholarships and awards.

The COA only includes study-related costs: tuition, fees, living and estimated study expenses.
Living expenses include room, food, transport, books, supplies and miscellaneous expenses.
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With a Direct PLUS loan, students can borrow up to the cost of attendance minus other
financial aid received.

Generally, the loan will cover a full academic year and the school will disburse the remaining
amount in two payments, called disbursements.

The student must remain enrolled and inform the Program Assistant & Accommodation
Office of any changes to the enrollment status as this directly affects the loan entitlement.
Each subsequent disbursement is also subject to maintaining Satisfactory Academic
Progress (SAP).

1 Entrance counselling for student loan borrowers

Prior to the first disbursement, first-time borrowers will be provided with comprehensive
information on the terms and conditions of the loan and of the borrower’s responsibilities
through an entrance counselling. Student will be required to complete the entrance
counselling on the following site: https://studentloans.gov/myDirectLoan/index.action.

1 Exit counselling for student loan borrowers

Rennes School of Business will provide exit counselling to borrowers of Federal loans shortly
before the student borrower ceases at least half-time study at the school. Student will be
required to complete the exit counselling on the following site:
https://studentloans.gov/myDirectLoan/index.action. Any student who fails to complete the
Exit counselling will be emailed a copy of the exit counselling guide produced by the US
Department of Education.

C) General conduct
All employees and students enrolled at Rennes SB are subject to the regulatory and legislative
provisions of French law concerning French establishments of Higher Education and in
particular

U prohibiting the consumption, sale and storage of alcoholic products

U prohibiting the consumption, sale and storage of drugs and narcotics

U prohibiting the consumption of tobacco as stipulated in the Public Health Code.
No student may bring any objects or substance that could cause harm to the health of others.
Violation of the rules of community living will be sanctioned by a Disciplinary Committee and
may lead to exclusion from the program without award.

Students are moreover informed that immediate legal action will be taken against behavior,
be it physical or in writing, that is deemed to be threatening, injurious or in any way perceived
as harassment or hazing.

Outside the establishment, management reserves the right to intervene in instances where
behaviour or conduct could bring the name of Rennes SB into disrepute and involve it in legal
proceedings.
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
